1. Ourfinancial crisis didn’t happen overnight. What happened with the
economy just made things clearer.

2. The city has been cutting corners for years and thprocess has now caught up
to us and we have no corners left.

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Influenza, or flu, is a respiratory infection caused by avariety of flu viruses. The most familiar
aspect of the flu is the way it can "knock you off your feet" as it sweeps through entire

communities.

The flu differs in severalw ays from the common cold, a respiratory infection also caused by
viruses. For example, people with colds rarely get fevers or headaches or suffer fromthe extreme
exhaustion that flu viruses cause.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) estimates that 10 to 20 percent of
Americans come dow nw ith the flu during each flu season, w hich typically lasts from Nove mber to
March. Children are tw o to three times more likely than adults to get sick with the flu, and children
frequently spread the virus to others. Although most people recover fromthe illness, CDC
estimates that in the United States more than 100,000 people are hospitalized and about 36,000
people die fromthe flu and its complications every year.

FLU OUT BREAKS

Flu outbreaks usually begin suddenly and occur mainly in the late fall and winter. The disease
spreads through communities creating an epidemic. During the epidemic, the number of cases
peaks in about 3 w eeks and subsides after another 3 or 4w eeks. Half of the population of a
community may be affected. Because schools are an excellent place for flu viruses to attack and
spread, families w ith school-age children have more infections than other families, w ith an average
of one-third of the family members infected each year.

IMPORTANCE OF FLU

Besides the rapid start of the outbreaks and the large numbers of people affected, the flu is an
important disease because it can cause serious complications. Most people w ho get the flu get
better w ithin a w eek (although they may have a lingering cough and tire easily for aw hile longer).
For elderly people, new born babies, and people w ith certain chronic illnesses, how ever, the flu and
its complications can be life-threatening.

TRANSMISSION

You can get the flu if someone around you w ho has the flu coughs or sneezes. You can get the flu
simply by touching a surface like a telephone or door knob that has been contaminated by a touch
from someone w ho has the flu. The viruses can pass through the air and enter your body through
your nose or mouth. If you've touched a contaminated surface, they can pass fromyour hand to
your nose or mouth.

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You are at greatest risk of getting infected in highly populated areas, such as in crowded living
conditions and in schools.

SYMPTOMS

If you get infected by the flu virus, youw ll usually feel symptoms 1 to 4 days later. You can spread
the flu to others before your symptoms start and for another 3 to 4 days after your symptoms
appear. The sy mptoms start very quickly and may include

Body aches
Chills

Dry cough
Fever
Headache
Sore throat
Stuffy nose

Typically, the fever begins to decline on the second or third day of the illness. The flu almost never
causes symptoms in the stomach and intestines. The illness that some call "stomach flu" is not
influenza.

DIAGNOSIS

Usually, health care providers diagnose the flu on the basis of whether it is epide mic in the
community and w hether the person's complaints fit the current pattern of symptoms. Health care
providers rarely use laboratory tests to identify the virus during an epidemic. Health officials,

how ever, monitor certain U.S. health clinics and do laboratory tests to determine w hich type of flu
virus is responsible for the epidemic.
