Dear Readers:

The total amount the City receives today, out lahaltotal
taxesyou pay, is about $250 a year for a $200,000 home.
That money is used in conjunction with City Incoirex to
pay all of the bills. The drop in City Income Tax last year
was about one million dollars!If your elected officials had
not taken strong responsible steps, we could hassilgy
been bankrupt.

We took aboul.2 million out of appropriations, along
with performing no significant road repairs; to t@e of
not spending $500,000 dollars. (That was what \@eew
spending a year fixing streets like Shepard andiNor
Bedford). We have taken no further loans on our
neighborhood streets. We paid off $50,000 on anegmh
road note instead of paying it off completely. (W&
$250.000 left and the plan was to pay it off tresm).
These moves kept us in the black. In additiorhad, tvery
little capital monies were spent. The only newiganent
purchased last year was one new police car.

We need much more than that to properly service our
community now and in the future.

Propane and Natural Ga

manufacturer’s instructions and make
sure it is properly vented.

+ Do not use propane barbecues (or any +
other type of barbecue) indoors.

+ If you smell gas, do not operate any
switches, appliances or thermostats. A
spark from one of these could ignite the
gas. Get everyone outside and away +
from the building. Shut off the gas
supply. Call the fire department from a|
neighbor’s phone.

+ Do not attempt to heat your home by
opening the door to your natural gas or

electric oven.

Kerosene Heers

Make sure the room has proper
ventilation.

Fill your heater with only crystal
clear, K-1 kerosene. Do not usdg
any fluid that is not
recommended for your heater.
Refuel outside, andnly after the
heater has cooled down

Check the wick every couple of
weeks during the heating seasof.
If the wick is dirty, clean it
according to the manufacturer’s
instructions.

Because a kerosene heater has|ja
constant open flame, it should
not be used in a room where
there are flammable solvents,
aerosol sprays, gasoline or any

type of oll.

+ Be sure generator fuel is properly and safely staceording to fire regulations.
Never store fuel or flammable liquids in a basenwentear an open flame. Always
refuel the generator outdoors and away from anyiagnsources.

+ If you choose to have a generator permanently adaddo your home’s electrical
system, make sure a licensed electrician instadlad be sure to notify your electric
company. Improperly installed generators can causliéple types of hazards not

only foryou but for power company workers.

Also, make sure to have working smoke alarms itestan every level of your home and
inside each sleeping area to alert you in the evkatfire. Test the batteries on a weekly

basis.

Once again, citzens of Macedonia have been victied by thieves posing as utility workerd he
scam goes something like this: a person knocks dwor claiming to be from one of the utility
companies (electric, gas, telephone, cable). Btesthere is some type of problem in the area and
it’s important that he comes inside the house ke sBme readings to make sure it’s safe. The
home owner lets him in and they usually proceetthédbasement to “check things out”. The thief
has the home owner show him around the basemeid thiithief checks reading on a special
device. The thief keeps the home owner occupieddiyng questions
and explaining the cause for concern. MeanwHile thief's accomplice
let himself in while everyone is in the basement gaes through the
house stealing money, jewelry, and anything elsetfe he can find.
After 5 to 10 minutes the first thief says he hagat something out of
his truck and goes outside. He never returns. tieges are miles awa
by the time the homeowner realizes something isvgrdOnce upstairs
the homeowner discovers the house has been ransdedshe is out
thousands of dollars, and is the latest victimronhe.

In addition to making sure a mailbox is secure sbuady post, residents can also construct a small
shield out of plywood that would block the forcédptowed snow and slush from hitting and
possibly damaging the mailbox.

The City is not responsible for damaged mailbokes are the result of plowed snow and slush,
boxes that are too close to the street as defipgubbtal regulations, or boxes that were not sturdy
to begin with. The Service Department will only lege a mailbox that has evidence that it was
physically struck by a City snow plow. The City hag right to judge whether or not mailbox
damage was caused by a snow plow truck or naot.
