The City of Macedonia will start the Autumn Leafli@stion Program oonday, O ctober 26, 2009 The
following is a list of guidelines to follow that sares an efficient collection of your leaves:

LEAF PILES IN WINDROWS: Place leaves into long windrows, not big pildeng your tree lawn on
curbed streets, or alongthe street side of thoh dline or berm. If you have no berm, you can pthe
leaves on the house side of the ditch line.

NOTIN THESTREET OR DITCH: Under all cases, DO NOT PLACE LEAVES INTOTHE SR
or DO NOT FILL THE DRAINAGE DIT CHES in that this caes safety and drainage hazards. Blocked
water flow has the potential to cause flooding.

ALL WINDROWS WITHIN 10 FEET FROM ROAD EDGE:  All leaf windrows shall be placed no
further than 10 feet from the roadway edge, whithe maximum reach ofthe leaf vacuum hose. Crews
will not go further than 10 feet from the roadwalge to collect leaves.

ONLY LEAVES, PLEASE! Do not place sticks, twigs, trash, rocks, gdigpings, or other foreign
material in the windrows, in that these materials clog or cause damage to the vacuum machinésedé
items are found'in yourwindrow, the crew will stogllection and not return until the debris is remd.

ALL WINDROWS 10 FEET AWAY FROMOBSTRUCTIONS: Place leaf windrows a minimum of 10
feet away from obstructions such as; mailboxeityupoles, fire hydrants, and landscaping featurésese
items make leaf vacuuming moretime consuming afificut .

COLLECTION SCHEDULE: Leaf crews follow a collection schedule basedhdist of streets in the city.
Crews start with the first neighborhood and stoeethe list and then work their way through eackaamtil
the entire’city has received a collection.
